Children's Disaster Services (CDS)  

Security Procedures 

 

Why: Your child’s safety and security is very important to us.  To ensure the very best possible 

safety we gather information about your child’s unique needs and preferences.  We then take a 

picture of you and your child(ren) together so there is no question of who will pick up the child. 

 

Check in:  As you check your child(ren) into the secure Children's Disaster Services Center, 

you will be asked to be photographed with your child(ren). The Polaroid photo, with accurate 

identification of you and your child, will be held securely until your return.  

 

Check out: The photo then will be used to assure that your child is returned safely to you and to 

no one else. The photo will also be returned to you for your use should you need CDS services 

once again or for you to keep. 

 

Privacy: Your privacy is extremely important to CDS. The photo identification is used by CDS 

for your security ONLY. It will not be given to anyone else, including the media. If you decide 

not to claim the photo when you check out your child(ren), CDS staff will destroy the photo. 

 

Evacuation:  In the event of an evacuation, your child(ren) will be in the following secure
