The General Board approved the
“Resolution Against the Use of
Depleted Uranium in Weaponry
and “Resolution on Modern-Day
Slavery: A call to Awareness,
Education, and Action.”The Brethren Academy trains

church leaders for faithful and
effective ministry, and includes
the Training in Ministry (TRIM)
program. In 2007, a retired
teacher, a funeral director, and and
a hospital patient care coordinator
were among the 90-plus TRIM
students from 18 districts.

Through the Emergency
Disaster Fund (EDF), the church
touched lives by aiding people in
23 nations through 31 internation-
al grants totaling almost $428,300.
In the United States, 14 EDF
grants totaling $275,000 were
used to train and support volun-
teers to rebuild homes and provide
services for children.

The workcamp program expand-
ed; almost 900 youth and adults
participated in 36 workcamps
from Oregon to Florida, from
South Dakota to Guatemala.

The Brethren Witness/Washington
office sponsored a Faith
Expedition to Vietnam. The dele-
gation explored the changes that
have taken place since the war and
recognized the challenges ahead.
Brethren, through the Global Food
Crisis Fund, provided $6,000 to
Church World Service for a
water/sanitation project to aid
Vietnamese school children.
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
